When a Reporter Calls, Don’t Hang Up

If you’ve ever been misquoted by the news media – or dodged media interviews for fear of being

misquoted or having your remarks taken out of context – this seminar is for you.  Judges and

lawyers are often reluctant to talk to the media, based in part on fears of inaccurate reporting.

But playing it safe by avoiding the media does little to bridge the gap between the two professions.

There are benefits to working cooperatively with the media, primarily that it presents an

opportunity to convey to the public the complex workings of the courts and legal system. Greater

interaction between the news media and legal community would also help ensure the independence

of the judiciary which relies on public support.

The purpose of this seminar is not to change minds but to help practitioners on both sides deal

with sometimes conflicting goals.  In this session, you’ll learn from the media how they try to

present a fair and balanced portrayal of the facts, the guidelines they use to determine whether a

story is newsworthy, and the role of editorial discretion in reporting on sensitive court matters.
